It’s 1995. Sitting in a pew, here’s a real conversation 
among four men—50, 60, 70 and 80 years of age. 
50 said to 60, ―I’ve prayed for my son for 15 years. 
Sometimes I wonder if he will ever come to the Lord.‖ 
 

60 replied, ―Well, whatever you do, just don’t stop 
praying.‖ 
 

50 continued, ―It’s so hard to keep praying in the face 
of no progress.‖ 
 

80, who was seated one row in front of 50 and 60 
eavesdropping, turned to 50 and said, ―I know what 
you mean. I prayed for my son for fifty years with little 
apparent effect. Don’t give up though. You’ve got to 
keep praying in faith.‖ 
 

70 entered the conversation, ―Yes. Don’t stop praying. 
Dad didn’t stop. I’m here now praising the Lord! If it 
hadn’t been for Dad praying all those years, there’s no 
telling what might have happened in my life.‖ 
 

That was 15 years ago. 60 is now enjoying the presence 
of the Lord in heaven. 80 has also graduated from this 
life. At last word, 70 was still rejoicing in the Lord. 
 

50? Well, 50 is now 65. 65 has continued to pray for 
his son to come to the Lord. Has the Lord heard his 
prayers? Absolutely!  Even though there is no evidence 
that 65’s son is any closer to the Lord now than 15 
years ago. 
 

Do you want your student or your child to choose 
righteousness over sin? Romans 6  is a worthwhile 
prayer. ―Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal 
body so that you obey its evil desires. Do not offer the 
parts of your body to sin, as instruments of 
wickedness, but rather offer yourselves to God, as 
those who have been brought from death to life; and 
offer the parts of your body to him as instruments of 
righteousness.‖ (Romans 6:12-13)
